Turbo Fredriksson has been contracted by AstraZeneca in Mölndal for creating RPM packages for the A2D2 project, a workstream within High Performance Computing for Predictive Chemistry. In all Turbo Fredriksson worked within the project for 6 months.

38 packages were created, half of them for applications to be run by the business and the other half for software that are part of the system infrastructure. The RPM packaging work included to set up the Linux development and test environments and to create automated tests. To create these automated tests small test cases were provided by the business. To his support Turbo had the “Application owners” or contact persons. These business representatives were important connections for making software, licenses, test files and knowledge of the applications available. They also assisted in the test work. All documentation and communication with the business were in an excellent way made in English.

Turbo also assisted other project members to set up their Linux environments. He implemented licenses for software that needed a license file on the cluster, acted release manager and hepled to deploy the packages. In all six releases were made. 

Turbo created guidelines for the RPM packaging to be handed over to the maintenance organisation. All files and documentation around the packages were neetly stored on a global file storage set up by Turbo.
